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This document contains an overview and installation instructions for PostScript Printer Description (PPD) files.








A. What are PPD files?


PostScript Printer Description (PPD) files describe the fonts, paper sizes,


resolution capabilities, and other features that are standard for your


PostScript printer. PPD files are used by PostScript printer drivers to


determine how to print your document. If you do not print using the correct


PPD file, your document might not print correctly, or not all of the printer’s


features will be available when you print.








B. Do I need the Distiller PPD files?


The Acrobat Distiller PPD files enable you to create PostScript files which are optimized for PDF creation. Color and custom page sizes are available if you use the Acrobat Distiller 4.0 (or later) PPDs. Choosing a PPD from some other printer may result in PDF files that do not


contain appropriate color, font, or page size information. If your source document is intended for PDF rather than directly for print, use the AdobePS printer driver and the Acrobat Distiller PPD to create your PostScript files. 








C. Why are there five Distiller PPD files?


Adobe provides four additional localized Distiller PPDs to be used when creating PostScript files which contain double-byte fonts. To use these you should set up your printer driver to use the Acrobat Distiller PostScript printer description (PPD) file specific to the language used on a given Asian system. 





For example, if you're generating the PostScript file on a Japanese system, you should use the Japanese-language Acrobat Distiller PPD file. For instructions on setting up your printer driver to use a specific PPD file, refer to the driver's documentation.

D. How do I install a PPD file?


To install and use a PPD file, you must install it with a PostScript printer driver, such as the Adobe PostScript printer driver called AdobePS or the Microsoft PostScript Printer Driver.

To install your PPD file using a driver from the Universal PostScript Windows Driver Installer follow the instructions below





1.You will need to know the location of the PPD file for your printer. If your PPD file was downloaded from the Internet or another online service, this location will be the same location on your hard drive where you decompressed the archive file (e.g., C\TEMP\ADOBE).


Open My Computer or use Windows Explorer to find the folder containing the PPD file for your printer and verify that PPD files appear in it. You will need to know this folder location for Step 6 below.


2. Locate and double-click to run the winsteng.exe installation file.It is recommended that you record the path and name of a file when you download it to your computer. Click Next. 


3. Read the Electronic End User License Agreement, click ACCEPT. 


4. Click to select “It is directly connected to your computer (Local Printer)”. Click Next. 


5. Click to select “FILE Local Port”, click Next. 


6. Click Browse. From Printers, select  the  PPD Acrobat Distiller 5.0 from the location you noted in Step 1, click OK. 


7. Ensure the correct printer driver has been selected, click Next. 


8. Click to select “Not shared”, click Next. 


9. In Printer Name, enter a name for the  Adobe PostScript printer. A printer can be named anything you like. 


10. From Do you want to use this printer as your default printer?, click to select No. 


11. From Would you like to print the test page?, click to select No. Click Next.


12. Click Install. 


13. From “Would you like to configure your printer now”, click to select No. Click Next.


14. Click to clear Yes, I want to view the ReadMe file, click Finish. 


15. Click to select Yes, I want to restart my computer now, click Finish. 





Your PPD file installation is complete.





Some applications such as Adobe PageMaker® may require the PPD file to be copied to an additional location. See your application’s documentation to determine if your application searches for PPD files in a specific directory. If you have any such applications, you will need to follow these additional steps to ensure that they print properly





16.	Open My Computer or use Windows Explorer to navigate to the Windows\System folder.


17.	Locate the filename that you wrote down in Step 7 above.


18.	Copy the file to the location(s) that your applications require.
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
